Dear Lake Barrington Shores Residents, 
As you are aware, the association has taken many steps over the past several years to improve
traffic safety on our roadways.   These measures include increased awareness over speed limits
using the “20 Is Plenty” campaign, stationary speed radar cameras, and increased signage.
Overall these changes have yielded positive results with data showing that citations are
reducing along with driver speed. 
The one area which has not shown the same rate of decrease in speeding are Amazon “Flex”
drivers. “Flex” drivers are those that use their own personal vehicles for delivery of goods from
Amazon. They are hired by Amazon as independent contractors. Amazon drivers using their
personal vehicles primarily deliver goods the SAME DAY as you order. 
In order to address the speeding issue, we have met several times with a Field Quality Assurance
Specialist from Amazon.   Additionally, we send every citation directly to Amazon and block any
individual Amazon drivers who have had a speeding citation.   However, due to the volume of
different drivers contracted by Amazon, this has not been enough to make a significant change
in speed reduction. 
Therefore, the Board of Directors is discussing the possibility of not allowing Amazon to deliver
goods to Lake Barrington Shores via Amazon “Flex” (personal vehicles). In order to understand
how this would impact your use of Amazon same day delivery, please participate in a short
survey by selecting the link below.

5. Animals are not permitted in at Lake Barrington Shores Golf Club facilities (including, but not
limited to, 18 Hole golf course, driving range, short game area, and club located at 40 Shoreline
Road) or recreational facilities including, but not limited to, the Lodge, pool areas, sport courts,
playground, Marina and beach area with the exception of assistance animals. 

Article VI. Recreation Activities / Sports; B1 Marina, Item e Lake, Ponds, and Natural Areas 

1. Swimming, fishing or boating is not permitted in any pond including those on the golf 
course, with the exception of Hidden Lake, where fishing is permitted.
