ELECTRIC RATE RENEWAL –
MARCH 2026

The current electric rate offered
through the association’s broker /
supplier (AUS/MC2) expires in March
2026.    The current rate is 6.95 cents
per kWh and the renewal is a fixed
rate of 8.75 cents per kWh for 12
months.  While this is an increase of
almost 2 cents, it is 9% less than the
current ComEd rate of 9.66 per kWh.
If you are currently on this plan, you
will receive a notice advising you of
the new rate.  You do not need to do
anything to stay with this rate.  If you
would like to opt out, instructions will
be on the notice on how to do so.
    

Did you know?
The Illinois Commerce Commission
regulates utilities for the state of IL?
Before switching electric suppliers, do
your homework as many may entice
you with low rates which are variable
and will rise.  Visit Plugin Illinois for
more information on suppliers, their
rates, and performance ratings.  

SNOW PLOW DAMAGE
Spring is just around the corner, and with any luck, our days of surprise snowfalls are behind

us. As many of you know, winter plowing can cause occasional disruption to turf and
landscaping throughout the community. Our maintenance crews have already begun

addressing these areas by resetting boulders, removing debris, and resetting existing sod.
Please keep in mind that the Public Works Department is responsible for all snow‑related

damage repairs, as outlined in the snowplow contracts. 
All repairs must be completed no later than April 30th.

We have already catalogued the areas needing attention; however, if you notice additional
damage, you may submit a work order at www.lakebarringtonshores.org.

As temperatures rise and new seed is installed near your home, a little watering will go a long
way in helping the turf establish and regrow successfully.

Three Tips and a Quote
Water is not an infinite source. Be aware of waste.
Who doesn’t love a long hot shower?
1.An average shower will use approximately. 2.5 gallons per minute. So an 8-10 minute shower uses
about 20 gallons. Try taking a 5-6 minute shower. Start by finding how long your current shower takes.
Reduce by 1 minute or two until you reach 5-6 minutes. This is plenty of time. Even with a shampoo or
shave!
2. If you are in the market for a new showerhead try a
low flow. Look for WaterSense labeled products for a 20%
reduction in water usage while showering.
3. What about a bath? Nope! Average bath uses 30-50 gallons! A
Low flow or even a regular showerhead with a 5-6 minute
shower will use a whole lot less.
