Birds, Bees Flowers and Trees!
Are we not fortunate to follow so many environmentally sound
practices here at LBS? We will soon begin mulching trees from our
own property to be used right back on our own property!

Another project soon to be underway is a redesigned butterfly garden,
located directly across from and complimenting the Veteran’s Garden.
The original butterfly garden created some years ago, was to honor former resident Helen Horton
who established The Gardeners of the Shores and was instrumental in the beautification of our
community. The proposed plan is on display in the cafe at the Lodge. This new plan is designed for
long term sustainability and low maintenance.

What does this garden have to do with the environment besides adding color, beauty and a
peaceful place to pause and enjoy? Bees, hummingbirds and butterflies aid in reproduction of
plants by transferring pollen from one plant to another. Bees are essential and highly efficient
pollinators collecting pollen on their hairy bodies and transferring to other flowers. Bees also
transfer pollen from plant sources that provide a great deal food for human consumption.
Butterflies and hummingbirds are more accidental pollinators. As they sip sweet nectar and move
around flower to flower they inadvertently collect pollen on their legs and bodies. Oh isn’t nature
so smart!?
