WO OR LVA? THAT IS THE QUESTION

As an LBS homeowner, when you have a landscaping issue that you’d like to have addressed there
are two forms that you can use to submit your request — a Work Order Request or a Landscape
Variance Application (LVA). Here are a few tips to help you know when to submit one or the other.

To submit a WO request... if you have a specific issue or concern that requires maintenance
attention — for example, trimming shrubs or tree branches:

‘You can submit a WO request online at lakebarringtonshores.org or by visiting the LBS
Management Office.

‘If approved, your request will be added to the list of open Work Orders.

‘If there is a cost associated with your request it may be paid by LBS or paid by your condo
association; depending on the work to be done, a portion or all of the cost may be passed on to you
as all work is driven by established budgets and competing needs.

‘Approved work will usually be completed in a few weeks

To submit an LVA... if you wish to make a change to the landscaping/plantings in the common- area
beds around your residence - for example, removing or replacing existing perennials, shrubs or
trees, installing new perennials, shrubs or trees, or changing the shape or size of an existing plant
bed.

‘You can access an LVA form on lakebarringtonshores.org; your completed LVA must be submitted
to the LBS Landscape Manager for review.

‘Typically, the cost to complete the work covered by an approved LVA is paid by the requesting
homeowner.

Important! You may plant annuals without submitting an LVA so long as the size and shape of the
bed in which they are placed do not change and existing perennial plantings remain in place.
