Those without a
LBS ID card will be turned away.
Guests are required be accompanied by LBS residents. Guests may not use a resident’s ID
card, they will be turned away.
Children under age 16 are required to have an adult with them for the entire duration of
their time at the pool.
No food or drinks (other than water) are allowed on the pool deck. You may utilize the patio
adjacent to the pool for eating and drinking.
Guests are permitted to bring 4 guests each time they visit the pool. In addition to the 4
guests you are allocated 10 additional guest passes to be used throughout the year. These
can be accessed when you check in with the pool attendant.
Floats are not permitted at the pool, with the exception of personal floatation devices and
“noodle” type floating devices.
For a complete list of pool rules please see pages 33 - 36 in the rule book.

They may be a little hard to find in the preserve but your best chance is to go early
in the morning, bring binoculars and be still. Look for movement in the trees and
grasses. The Scarlet Tanager roosts in trees along the main/asphalt path in the
woods at the top of the hill about midway from Old Barn to the end of the path. He is
easy to spot because of his beautiful bright red color!
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When you are strolling the preserve and wondering what those pretty native
flowers are, look for the small white signs with a QR code that are posted on
railings and signposts in the woods and along the lake path. If you focus your
phone camera on the QR code a yellow link will pop up on your phone. Click that
link to see photos and names of all the wildflowers that grow in our nature
preserve from June through September!

Forest Preserve Conservators

Plant of the Week — Mayapples/Native

This spring the Conservators have noticed a larger variety of flowering plants, and we are
seeing significantly more of others. Some of this is due to favorable weather conditions.
However, it is even more because buckthorn kills everything underneath it. Onceitis
removed, seeds in the soil bring them back to life. Also, the Conservators collect native
plant seed and spread it over cleared areas.

This spring one of the natives we are seeing more of is mayapples. Mayapples have leaves
about 1" wide, and a produce a single white flower, which turns into a lemon-shaped berry,
which grows to about 2” and

turns from green to yellow when

itripens. They grow from the

seeds of the berry, but they also

grow from rhizomes (roots).

Most plants you see forming a

thick colony grow from rhizomes.

Don't be fooled by apple in the
name. All parts of the plant are
poisonous. Native Americans
had several uses for mayapples,
including making an insect
repellant it used on corn seeds
and potato plants.
